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1. A close analysis of the global media flows of film and television indicates that most 
media products flow transnationally rather than nationally. In view of the above 
observation, discuss the potential impact of global media flows and counter-flows on 
nationhood and cultural identity in the global South.

2. Discuss how innovations in 'spatial computing' may fundamentally impact on 
communications with regards to 'personalisation of the rhetorical codes'. Consider 
discussing issues such as direct address, the impact of spatial computing such as 
augmented, cross and virtual reality, and the concept of the uncanny valley.

3. Explain how Blockchain technology fundamentally enables decentralization and provide 
an argument for how they may potentially alter current transactions in areas such as 
banking, media consumption or any other area you think may be appropriate. You may 
also consider the social implications that decentralized technologies may afford.

4. Referring to annexure A 'Pepper & Carrot - Episode 26 Books are Great'. Discuss the 
narrative structure of the comic. You may consider major turning points, narrative beats, 
moments of impact and tension release patterns. 
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
